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“I spent eight years at a Boys’ and Girls’ club, working with kids for whom the education system did not 
work well. I’m here for those kids – the students without textbooks, without the resources they need to 
succeed, and without advocates to get them those resources. We’re helping school districts meet 
students where they are, support them and provide multiple opportunities and avenues for success.”
